1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: Katie Simmonds, (Minute Secretary), Cllr Hamilton and Cllr Anderson.

2. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING. Minutes were received by all members and approved without amendment.

3. MATTERS ARISING: no matters arising, not covered in the agenda.

4. POLICE REPORT: A report was received via email and circulated to all members. No comments were raised.

5. CORRESPONDENCE. Correspondence received and available via Outlook. No comments were made.

  
6. REGULAR REPORTS.
1. Chair.  No New reports.

2. Treasurer’s report, Logan Inglis will continue in the role of Treasurer for the time being. Current bank balance: approximately £662.35. Pending expenses circa: £100 for litter picking equipment and £50 donation to be transferred to the Larder account.


3. Planning. Planning application for Braehead’s discussed. Members were directed at the SBC Planning Portal. Concerns raised about outdated information on the application; a full report from Scottish Water is awaited. Proposal made to hold a community engagement evening for those affected or wishing to discuss the application. It was agreed that the Community Council should submit an observation reflecting community feedback and referencing the previous observation submitted for a similar application five years ago.

4. Reston Playing field: No new updates

5. Wish List update. One new item added to discuss funding towards Coldingham Playpark.

 
6. Reston Riverside: Chair (JS) gave an update, three volunteers worked on Friday to cut back willow trees and enhance features in the Secret Garden. A social media post was published reminding the public that the Riverside is maintained by a community company and relies on donations to continue its upkeep.

7. Reston Village Hall: (AB) Insulation work begins tomorrow and is expected to take approximately 20 days. Some disruption is anticipated, but efforts will be made to maintain hall availability for most regular users.


8. Litter Group BAG: (JS) updated the group. 25 litter picks were completed across the area over 10 days. A “Big Pick” is planned for Burnmouth layby. National news coverage is expected, with residents featured. Verges on the A1 near Reston junction noted to be in poor condition due to litter from passing vehicles.

7. Councillors Report Report available via Outlook.

8. Any other Business: A member of the public and of RAGES group requested that Reston & Auchencrow CC rejoin the RAGES group to support efforts to improve transport links, increase train stops at Reston Station, and reduce fares. All members agreed to re-commence the subscription at a cost of £10 per annum. Additional updates: A digital speed camera has now been installed in Auchencrow. Drains in Auchencrow have been repaired.
